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New Rules for Aggregate Stockpiles in a Floodplain

New regulations affecting aggregate stockpiles took effect October 3. The regula-
tions, K.A.R. 5-45-19 thru 23, concern unconsolidated material storage stockpiles located in
floodplains and floodways. An example would be the sand piles and associated safety berms
for aggregate mining operations. Other examples include stockpiles for batch plants, dirt
farms and construction projects.

The regulations describe a revised permitting process for proposed and existing un-
consolidated material storage stockpiles and grandfather some older existing stockpiles. At
the state level, an exemption is made to temporarily store, for nine months or less, material
in an unconsolidated stockpile. The regulations do not exempt stockpiles from local flood-
plain management regulations.

How does this affect local floodplain managers? Any development in a floodplain
still requires a local floodplain development permit from the floodplain manager. That is
still a National Flood Insurance Program requirement. A community floodplain manager
will need to determine whether a stockpile should be permitted or grandfathered at the state
level before issuing a local floodplain development permit. A community official can make
a permit determination request on behalf of the property owner by contacting Jean Darrah,
